Rapidly increasing numbers of flights have put
the environment in danger. Planes pollute the air, which results in global warming. In fact, tourism is not
harmless fun as many may think: new airports and tourist infrastructure, pollution and crowds of noisy tourists
make wild animals migrate, which may decrease their population or even make them extinct.
